If the drill is a variable speed type,
cut the workpiece slowly until a circle
groove is made in the workpiece.
Then cut faster.

4. When the hole is cut, release the
trigger and wait for the Hole Saw
to come to a complete stop before
removing it from the workpiece.

When finished, remove the
Hole Saw from drill's chuck.

Remove plug from Hole Saw using
slot openings to access plug.
Remove Hole Saw from the Mandrel
and clean off Hole Saw with a cloth.
Store the Hole Saws out

of reach of children.

Replace the Pilot Drill Bit if

dull or broken.

Make sure the Bit is securely held

in place after being reinstalled.
