1. Vise must be mounted on a solid, 
level surface capable of supporting 
combined weight of Vise, workpieces, 
and applicable forces.

2. Use the holes in the base of the Vise as 
a template to mark the bench surface.

WARNING!  TO PREVENT SERIOUS 
INJURY:  Verify that the installation 
surface has no hidden utility lines 
before drilling or driving screws.
3. Drill holes and attach the Vise 

firmly to the work surface with 
appropriate hardware (1/2" hex bolts, 
flat washers, and nylon insert nuts, 
all sold separately).
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Operating Instructions

Read the ENTIRE IMPORTANT SAFETY INFORMATION section at the 
beginning of this document including all text under subheadings therein 
before set up or use of this product.

1. Turn the Handle to open the Jaws and 
place the workpiece between them.

2. Loosen Tilt Screw and rotate the 
Vise to the best orientation and 
pair of jaws for the job: Straight Jaws, 
Pipe Jaws or V-Jaws.

3. Tighten the Tilt Screw to secure the 
Vise before starting any work.

4. Close the Jaws until the workpiece 
is held securely.  Do not overtighten 
the Jaws.  Overtightening the Jaws 
could damage the workpiece.

Note:  Use padding when necessary 
to prevent workpiece damage.
