2. Attach Side Handle (1) to either side of Cabinet 
using Handle Bolts and Washers (2). See Figure A.

3. Attach four Locking Swivel Casters (9) to the bottom 
of the Cart using Caster Bolt Sets (10). See Figure B.

4. Lock the Casters by depressing the brake levers.

4. Roll Cart to a flat, level, hard and smooth 
surface capable of safely supporting a fully 
loaded Cart.  Do not roll Cart over concrete 
seams or other rough/uneven surfaces.

5. Lock Swivel Casters.
