Bleeding

IMPORTANT! Before first use, check for proper hydraulic fluid level in the Ram. Then thoroughly test the
Lift for proper operation prior to its actual use. If the Lift appears not to be working properly, it may be
necessary to bleed its hydraulic system of excess air.
