6. Disengage parking brake and place the
transmission in neutral after the wheel lifts have
been placed to engage the vehicle tires.

7. Do not allow any part of your body under the vehicle
until both of the wheel lifts are pinned as stands.

8. Failure to heed and understand these
instructions and markings may result in
personal injury and/or property damage.

9. Do not lift the entire vehicle with
multiple sets of wheel lifts.

10. Use wheel lift only beneath the vehicle tires.

11. No alterations shall be made to this product.

12. Assemble only according to these instructions.
Improper assembly can create hazards.

13. Keep bystanders out of the area during assembly.

14. Do not assemble when tired or when under the
influence of alcohol, drugs or medication.

Move the two Safety Lock Levers (15) to the unlocked position as shown.
Raise the Lift Arm portion of the assembly to an upright position.

Step 1: Prepare Lift Arm/Shaft Assembly

2. Position the Ram in Lift Arm/Shaft Assembly as shown.
Slide Lower Ram Pin (7) through the shaft bracket and the clevis base of the Ram.
Slide Upper Ram Pin (24) through the bracket on the Lift Arm and the top of the Ram.
Place Washer (19) over the end of each Pin.
Secure each Pin with an R-Clip (6).

Bleeding

IMPORTANT! Before first use, check for proper hydraulic fluid level in the Ram.
Then thoroughly test the Jack for proper operation prior to its actual use.

If the Jack appears not to be working properly, it may be necessary

to bleed its hydraulic system of excess air.

1. Remove the Fluid Fill Plug from the side of the Ram. 5. Check the Fluid Fill Hole (where the Fluid Fill Plug
was removed from) and, if necessary, top off the
Fluid Fill Hole with hydraulic fluid (not included).

Replace the Fluid Fill Plug.

2. Have an assistant hold the Release Pedal down.

3. Use stable weights, such as sand bags (not
included) to weigh down the Wheel Brackets evenly.

7. Test the Jack several times for proper operation
before attempting to lift a load. If the Jack still
does not appear to be working properly after
bleeding, do not use the Jack until it has been
repaired by a qualified service technician.

4. Pump the Foot Pedal quickly several times.

Lifting

AWARNING! Set Lift and vehicle on a flat, level, hard, ground surface safely away from oncoming
traffic. Turn off vehicle’s engine. Also place the vehicle’s transmission in “PARK” (if automatic) or in its
lowest gear (if manual). Set the vehicle’s emergency brake. Then, block the wheels that are not being lifted.

Cleaning, Maintenance, and Lubrication

1. BEFORE EACH USE, inspect the general
condition of the Jack. Check for:

» broken, cracked, or bent parts

* loose or missing parts

» any other condition that may
affect its safe operation.

If a problem occurs, have the problem
corrected before further use.

Do not use damaged equipment.

2. Before each use, thoroughly test the Jack
for proper operation prior to its actual use.
If the Jack appears not to be working properly,
follow Bleeding instructions on facing page.

With the Jack fully lowered, remove the Fluid
Fill Plug on the side of the Ram housing.

. With assistance, tip the Jack to allow the old

hydraulic fluid to drain out of the Ram housing
completely, and dispose of the old hydraulic
fluid in accordance with local regulations.

With the Jack upright, completely fill the
Ram housing with a high quality hydraulic
fluid (not included) until the fluid just
begins to run out of the Fluid Fill Hole.

Then reinstall the Fluid Fill Plug.

Clean with a clean cloth with a detergent
or mild solvent. Store the Jack in a safe,
dry location out of reach of children.

AWARNING

TO PREVENT SERIOUS INJURY: Use caution when troubleshooting a malfunctioning jack.

Stay well clear of the supported load. Completely resolve all problems before use.

If the solutions presented in the Troubleshooting guide do not solve the problem, have a qualified technician
inspect and repair the jack before use. After the jack is repaired: Test it carefully without a load by raising
it and lowering it fully, checking for proper operation, BEFORE RETURNING THE JACK TO OPERATION.
