To wind Belt Strap (29) around Drum (4) or unwind
Strap without load, pull Lock Lever (20) out and
towards the FRONT of Winch. See Figure D.
The Drum is now free to turn.

Turn Crank Handle (10) clockwise to wind Strap
(without load) around Drum. Please note: Make
sure Crank Handle is fastened securely to side of
Winch.

To unwind Belt Strap, turn Crank Handle
counterclockwise.

Once desired length of Strap is reached, use Hook
(30) to fasten Winch to load.

To lock the Winch in place and move a load, pull
Lock Lever out and then towards the BACK of the
Winch. This will set the Lock Lever into the Gear
Pinion (9).

To pull load, turn Crank Handle clockwise.
WARNING! Make sure load is secure and stable
before pulling.
