1. Remove handle from side of Bottom Cabinet.

2. Using an assistant, place EMPTY End Cabinet onto 
either side of Bottom Cabinet, making sure lips on 
End Cabinet fit securely over edge of Bottom Cabinet.

3. Secure End Cabinet to Bottom Cabinet from the 
inside, using two Side Mounting Bolts M6 (12).
