2. To adjust the mode, press the Speed Selector
Button to cycle through different modes.

3. Mode 4 in forward, runs tool and shuts off
when torque is reached. Mode 4 in reverse,
runs tool at full RPM until nut breaks free.
Then tool slows RPM down to remove nut.

Changing Speed

1. Speed of the switched-on tool depends on
how far the Trigger is pressed down.

2. Light Pressure on the Trigger results in a low speed.
Use more pressure on the Trigger to increase speed.
