Top Rail (1)
Note: Only finger tighten bolts until
Carrier is fully assembled.

1. Align the Top Rail (1) with the Frame
(2). Use the Bolts (6) and Nuts
(7) to fasten the top ends of the
Reflectors (14) to the Top Rail and
the bottom ends of the Reflector
to the Frame. See Figure A.

NOTE: Before fastening, make sure
the two Reflectors (14) are on the
outside rear corners of the Cargo Carrier.

Note: See Assembly Diagram
for Steps 2 and 3.

2. Use the Bolts and Nuts to attach
the Small Supports (5) to the
Top Rail and the Frame.

3. Use the Bolts and Nuts to
attach the Large Supports (4)
to the Top Rail and Frame.

4. Slide the Steel Tube (3) into the square
tube underneath the Frame. The Tube
must extend out on the side away from
the Reflectors, where the Carrier will
connect to the car. See Figure B.

5. Use Bolts (8), Washers (9),
Spring Washers (10) and Nuts
(11) to secure Steel Tube (3) in place.
See Figure B.
